
Keep P.A.C.E. in your walk with Christ 
Prayer, Accountability, Counsel, Encouragement

Look at the passage that was preached on Sunday.  

Is there some way you need to think differently based on this passage?

Is there some change in your life you need to make based on the passage - something to stop doing, something to start doing?

How might you go about making that change?

Do you want to add this to your accountability list?

1) Does anyone need counsel on an important decision or something important going on in their life?  (Give advice based on experience, but especially good biblical counsel)
2) Accountability 

What is God teaching you?  And what are you doing about it?
Of the following questions, you should NOT answer every question every time, just give the highs and the lows (answer the ones related to areas of improvement/strength and the ones related to struggles).  But, don’t intentionally skip a convicting one.  Establish an agreement that you are always going to be honest and authentic.
(the scriptures are just there if you ever wanted to look up the basis for that question)

Growing relationship with Jesus Christ 
· Are you having regular time of prayer?  Do you confess & listen to God?  (1 John 1:9)
· Are you having regular time of interacting with God’s word? (1 Pet. 2:2, 2 Tim. 3:16-17) (things like: reading, interpreting, meditating, memorizing, and applying/obeying)
· Are you increasingly following the Holy Spirit’s leading in your daily life? (Gal 5, James 4:15)
· Are you taking good care of the temple of the Holy Spirit, your body (1 Cor. 3:16-17, 6:18-19)
· Are you enduring suffering and trials with faith? (Php. 1:29, James 1:2-4)
Committed relationships within the body of Christ (John 13:34-35) 
· Have you been faithfully attending fellowship (church, Home Fellowship, PACE)?
· Are you teaching someone what you know (discipling) - serving, leading, giving, etc.?
· Are you serving in the church, and being faithful at it? (1 Cor. 12-13)
· Are you maintaining unity by being selfless and not gossiping? (Jn 17:21, Eph. 4:1-6)  
· If you have any unresolved issue with any brothers/sisters, are you working through the restoration and forgiveness process? (Matt. 18:21-35)
Relationships with family members, which honor Christ (Eph. 5:22-6:4)
· Husband, are you trying to love your wife sacrificially?
· Wife, are you following and respecting your husband?
· Are you being intentional about raising your children according to biblical teachings, and to know Jesus? (Prov. 22:6, Deut. 31:12-13)
Reaching people for Christ through caring relationships (Col. 4:5-6, 1 Peter 3:15)
· Are you engaging those around you in relationship (neighbors, co-workers, friends, family, acquaintances), serving them, caring for them?
· Are you praying for those people?
· Are you open to opportunities to sharing Christ with them? 
· Sharing what Christ has done for you
· Conveying what Christ has done for anyone who will trust Him
· Inviting them into community with people who know Christ
Did you leave out anything important out, tell a half-truth, or mislead in any way?
What are you going to do, based on the report you just gave?

3) Encourage one another when there is opportunity
· If somebody is struggling with something and you have a similar experience in, give good counsel and encourage them they can get through it (2 Cor. 1:3-4)
· If a PACE partner has been improving in a particular area, encourage him/her
· If there is some way another partner has set a good example for you , tell them
· Tell them periodically if you have been faithfully praying for them
· Periodically express your appreciation for other group members, what they mean to you
4) Take prayer requests – the best ones are based on what you just talked about or serious things going on in your life.  Pray now.  Also, write them down so you can remember to pray for them throughout the week.
